Krehely's research has appeared in publications by the Brookings Institution and the Urban Institute, and in conference presentations sponsored by the Association for Public Policy Analysis and Management, the Association for Research on Nonprofit Organizations and Voluntary Action, Georgetown University, Independent Sector, the United Kingdom's National Council of Voluntary Organizations and Volunteers of America.

"I am very eager to begin working with NCRP's team dedicated to producing sound research and promoting sensible reform to help philanthropy become as effective as we all hope it can be," said Krehely.
